Drama Club & Rehearsals 2026 

I am delighted to be writing to you with details of next year’s drama club and subsequent rehearsals for the Summer

of what is required. Please note at this point rehearsals will go on until 5pm. After the Easter holidays rehearsals will 

then be held on Wednesday & Monday evenings until 5.30pm. 

Once the show is cast, it is vital that students understand that they will be expected to attend all rehearsals. The reason 

for this is to ensure that progress is made in rehearsals, but also that once the costumes are hired, they are fitted for 

specific individual students in their roles and are not easily exchanged.  

A detailed rehearsal schedule for after Easter 

will follow. The Spring clubs do not require any commitment and are open to all.

I would like as many students as 

possible to participate in this year’s show, making it bigger and better than ever Whether it be on stage, backstage or 

front of house, there are opportunities for everyone to get involved.
